NRIs have
been remarkably successful and moved from their
being bus-conductors, waiters, and small
shopkeepers to their being doctors, lawyers,
accountants and successful businesspeople.

An estimated 5.7 million Indian workers abroad
sent money home to the tune of $S27 billion in
2007 ahead of China's $25 billion to make India
the top receiver of foreign remittances.
